WHEREAS, Jeff Green, a native of Hickman, Fulton County, Kentucky, was born on June 15, 1954, and departed this life on September 5, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Jeff Green was the loving son of Cora Lee Green and was preceded in death by his father, Roland Green; and

WHEREAS, Jeff Green was the devoted husband of Sharon McDonald Green; and he was the proud father of two sons, Tyler Green and Alex Green; and

WHEREAS, Jeff Green earned his B.A. degree from Murray State University; and he earned his J.D. degree from Chase College of Law; and

WHEREAS, Jeff Green was a member of the Graves County Bar Association, the Kentucky Bar Association, and the American Bar Association; he was Graves County Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney from 1984-92; he was president of Murray State University Alumni Association from 1990-91; and he was a graduate of the Leadership Kentucky class of 1991; and

WHEREAS, Jeff Green served his constituents from the First Senatorial District with pride from 1992 until 1997 in serving as chairman and vice chairman of the Capital Projects Bond and Oversight Committee, where he demonstrated his leadership abilities and skillfully handled the complex and sometimes controversial issues; he served as chairman of the Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee; he served on the Economic Development and Tourism Committee and on the Judiciary Committee; and he was co-chairman of the Task Force on Domestic Violence, where he was instrumental in establishing a statewide system to notify victims when their abusers are released from jail; and

WHEREAS, when this honorable body reflects upon the memory of Jeff Green, it is with fond recollection that we remember him, not only for his many legislative accomplishments and the friendships he made and sustained through the years, but also for his understanding of the common man, which he demonstrated daily; and

WHEREAS, all who knew and admired Jeff Green will grieve over their loss, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the untimely passing of Jeff Green, and extends to his family its most heartfelt sympathy.
