On page 3, lines 22 through 24, by deleting after "System," on line 22 the following: "formerly administered by the board of trustees of the University of Kentucky. This branch does not include" and inserting in lieu thereof "with the exception of"; and 

On page 3, lines 24 and 25, by deleting after "College" on line 24 the following: ", which shall be administered by the board of trustees of the University of Kentucky"; and  

On page 19, line 6, after "(1)" and before "The", by inserting the following:

"The president of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall be selected and employed by the board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System from a list of three (3) candidates, recommended by a six (6) member search committee. The search committee shall be appointed by the board of trustees of the University of Kentucky and shall be selected as follows:
(a)
Two (2) members shall be selected from the four (4) members of the board of regents who were recommended by the board of trustees and appointed by the Governor;
(b)
Two (2) members shall be selected from the four (4) members of the board of regents who were recommended by the Governor's Postsecondary Education Nominating Committee and appointed by the Governor;
(c)
One (1) member shall be the student or faculty or nonteaching personnel member of the board of regents  representing the technical institutions; and
(d)
One (1) member shall be the student or faculty or nonteaching personnel member of the board of regents representing the community colleges.

If the board of regents so chooses, it may reject the first list of names and direct the search committee to submit a list of three (3) additional names from which it may select a president. The board shall repeat this process until it finds a satisfactory person to appoint as president of the system.

On page 19, lines 9 and 10, by deleting ", formerly governed by the University of Kentucky board of trustees,"; and 

On page 19, line 10, after "shall" by inserting "continue to"; and

On page 19, line 11, by deleting the words, "Colleges' Branch" and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "College System, at the pleasure of the board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System"; and

On page 19, line 12, by changing "(2)" to "(3)"; and

On page 19, line 14, by deleting the words, "Colleges' Branch" and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "College System"; and

On page 19, line 18, by changing "(3)" to "(4)"; and

On page 19, line 20, by changing "(4)" to "(5)"; and

On page 20, line 13, by changing "(5)" to "(6)"; and

On page 23, by deleting all new language on lines 8 through 24 in its entirety and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(1)
Effective July 1, 1998, the board of trustees of the University of Kentucky shall delegate to the board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System the management responsibilities for the University of Kentucky Community College System, except for the Lexington Community College. Responsibilities shall include, but not be limited to, management of facilities and grounds, personnel, programs, financial and accounting services, and support services. In this capacity, the board shall receive and disburse funds and handle other financial matters. The board of regents, in exercising its personnel management responsibilities, shall establish the operating policies and procedures for the University of Kentucky employees in the community colleges. The board of regents shall have the right to appoint and dismiss personnel and to set the compensation for the employees. The president and board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall have jurisdiction over the use and distribution of the resources to operate the system effectively and efficiently."; and
On page 23, lines 25 through 27 by deleting all new language in its entirety; and 

On page 24, line 1 by deleting "College." and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(2)
All funds that are appropriated to the University of Kentucky Community College System or funds that are allocated in the University of Kentucky budget for administering the community college system, except for the Lexington Community College, shall be transferred and allotted to the board of regents for the benefit of the University of Kentucky Community College System."; and 
On page 24, line 4, by deleting the words, "colleges branch" and inserting in lieu thereof "college system"; and 

On page 24, lines 9 through 13, beginning after "(3)" by deleting all new language through line 13 and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "Employees in the University of Kentucky Community College System as of June 30, 1998, shall be governed by the University of Kentucky administrative regulations as of June 30, 1998, and any subsequent changes made by the university, except that appeals shall be to the board of regents or to the board's designee. The following provisions shall apply:"; and 

On page 24, line 15, after "shall be" by deleting "transferred with" and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "retained by"; and 

On page 24, line 16, after "shall" by deleting "transfer" and inserting in lieu thereof the word "retain" and on line 16 after "tenure." by deleting "Transferred" and capitalizing "Employees"; and

On page 24, line 20, after "shall" by deleting "transfer into the new system at" and inserting in lieu thereof the word "maintain"; and 

On page 24, lines 22 through 24 by deleting all language after "(d)" and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "All employees hired as of June 30, 1998, shall be provided the same benefit package available for other University of Kentucky employees as it may be modified by the University of Kentucky for all employees."; and 

On page 24, line 25, by deleting at the beginning of the sentence "A transferred employee" and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "A person employed as of June 30, 1998, in a University of Kentucky Community College" and on page 24, lines 26 and 27 by deleting "in lieu of the existing rules under which the employee transferred"; and 

On page 25, by deleting all language on lines 11 through 17 and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(7)
Students enrolled in the University of Kentucky Community College System shall have all of the responsibilities, privileges, and rights accorded to University of Kentucky Community College System students as of July 1, 1998. The privileges shall include, but not be limited to, tickets to athletic events, homecoming queen contests, the Great Teacher Award Contest, and the University of Kentucky scholarship programs."; and

On page 26, line 18, by adding after "to the" the following: "board of trustees of the University of Kentucky, the"; and

On page 26, line 19, by inserting an underlined comma after "Education" and by deleting "to" before "the Strategic"; and
On page 27, beginning on line 12, by deleting all new language through "services." on line 19 and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "The Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall reimburse the University of Kentucky at a reasonable cost for any services provided to the system. The services shall include, but not be limited to, library services, processing scholarships and student loans, and all other financial aid services. The board may also contract for services from other providers."; and

On page 44, line 16, by deleting the word "and" after "University,"; and

On page 44, line 16, after the word "System" and before the semicolon (;) by adding the following language "for the Technical Institutions' Branch, and the University of Kentucky for the University of Kentucky Community College System"; and

On page 144, by deleting lines 3 through 11 in their entirety and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(a)
Develop and implement guidelines for the preparation of biennial budget requests by the administrators of the Technical Institutions' Branch and the University of Kentucky Community College System. The guidelines pertaining to community colleges shall define the processes for review and approval by the boards of directors for the community colleges;

(b)
Adopt a biennial budget request for each branch of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System upon the recommendation of the chancellor for the respective branch and the president of the system.

The board of regents shall submit the biennial budget request for the Technical Institutions' Branch to the Council on Postsecondary Education for its action.
2.
The board of regents shall transmit the biennial budget request for the University of Kentucky Community College System to the board of trustees of the University of Kentucky for consideration. The board of trustees shall review the biennial budget request for the University of Kentucky Community College System and shall transmit the biennial budget request for the University of Kentucky Community College System, along with recommendations to the council for its action.
3.
The biennial budget request for the University of Kentucky, adopted by the board of trustees, shall identify the amount of funds by source and related purpose in the biennial budget request for administering the University of Kentucky Community College System except for the Lexington Community College.
4.
All funds that are appropriated to the University of Kentucky for administering the Community College System, except for the Lexington Community College, shall be transferred and allotted to the board of regents.

(c)
Adopt an allocation process for distributing the funds appropriated to the Technical Institutions' Branch and the University of Kentucky Community College System by the General Assembly to the institutions within the system; and"; and

Beginning on page 150, line 16, and continuing through page 151, line 13, by deleting the existing text and substituting the following in lieu thereof:

"(3)
Students attending the University of Kentucky Community College System under the administration of the board of regents for the Kentucky Community and Technical College System may pursue four (4) kinds of degree programs:
(a)
Associate degree programs approved by the board of trustees as of July 1, 1998. These programs shall be periodically reviewed by a process established by the board of trustees of the University of Kentucky. A report shall be forwarded to the chancellor of the University of Kentucky Community College System, the board of regents, and the board of trustees. If the board of trustees finds that a degree program does not meet its prescribed standards of quality and the institution does not correct the deficiencies within a two (2) year period, the board of trustees may recommend to the Council on Postsecondary Education that the program no longer bear the name of the University of Kentucky. The board of trustees of the University of Kentucky shall confer degrees and award diplomas for these programs;

(b)
New associate degree programs to be awarded in the name of the University of Kentucky. These degree programs shall be reviewed and approved by the board of regents prior to submission to the University of Kentucky board of trustees for approval. The programs shall be offered only after the approval of the Council on Postsecondary Education. The board of trustees shall confer degrees and award diplomas for these programs;
(c)
Associate degree programs developed by the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, approved by the board of regents and the Council on Postsecondary Education. The board of regents shall confer degrees and award diplomas for the approved programs; and
(d)
Joint degree programs developed between the University of Kentucky Community College System and the Technical Institutions' Branch or other institutions."; and

On page 151, by deleting all of the language on lines 17 through 21 and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(5)
The University of Kentucky Community College faculty senate shall have the primary responsibility for determining academic policy and curricula development that shall be recommended through the chancellor to the president of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System and to the board of regents for approval."; and

On page 184, between lines 26 and 27, by inserting the following:

"(13)
The acquisition and disposition of real property for the University of Kentucky Community College System and capital construction projects under KRS 45.750(1)(f) on real property for the use of the University of Kentucky Community College System shall be approved by the Kentucky Community and Technical College System board of regents, which shall transmit the action to the University of Kentucky board of trustees for approval. The Kentucky Community and Technical College System board of regents may appeal an action of the University of Kentucky board of trustees under this subsection to the Council on Postsecondary Education, which shall retain final authority to review and approve all capital construction projects and real property acquisitions covered under KRS 45.750(1)(f).".
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
