On page 198, between lines 7 and 8, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 149.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
(a)
A person shall not be appointed by the Governor to the board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, the Council on Postsecondary Education, or the Strategic Committee on Postsecondary Education, if the person has contributed more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) in the aggregate, if the person's immediate family members combined have contributed more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) in the aggregate, or if the person and members of his immediate family combined have contributed more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) in the aggregate, to the campaign committee of the sitting Governor during his election campaign or to the political party of the sitting Governor during the duration of his election campaign separately.

(b)
During the term of office for which a person is appointed, neither a person appointed to the board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, the Council on Postsecondary Education, or the Strategic Committee on Postsecondary Education, nor the members of the person's immediate family, shall contribute to the campaign committee which a sitting Governor may register for a future election campaign for Governor, to the political party of the sitting Governor during the duration of the future election campaign for Governor, or to the campaign committee of a candidate for the General Assembly.

(c)
The provisions of this subsection shall apply only to contributions made to a campaign committee and a political party for elections for Governor held in 1999 and thereafter and to contributions to a campaign committee of a candidate for the General Assembly made after the date of the appointment.
(2)
For the purposes of this section:

(a)
"Immediate family" means the spouse of the person, the parent of the person or spouse, and the child of the person or spouse; and

(b)
"Election campaign" means the period of time beginning with the registration of the campaign committee for the primary election immediately preceding the regular election for Governor and ending with the date of the regular election at which the Governor is elected.
(3)
The Attorney General, in coordination with the Registry of Election Finance, shall examine each appointment to the board of regents of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, to the Council on Postsecondary Education, and to the Strategic Committee on Postsecondary Education to determine whether the person has been appointed in violation of subsection (1) of this section. If the Attorney General determines that a violation of subsection (1) of this section has occurred, the Attorney General shall petition the Franklin Circuit Court for a declaratory judgment as to whether a violation of subsection (1) of this section has occurred. If the Franklin Circuit Court finds that a violation of subsection (1) has occurred, the court shall void the appointment and the appointee's position on the board of regents, council, or committee  shall be declared vacant."; and

By renumbering the remaining sections accordingly.
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
