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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Council on Higher Education or its successor to review the policies of higher education institutions for identification and placement of students in remedial and developmental courses and make a recommendation for establishing a statewide standard.

WHEREAS, higher education institutions in Kentucky have established different criteria for placing students in remediation; and

WHEREAS, it is important for students to have the skills to successfully complete college work; and

WHEREAS, students who receive remedial assistance and other support services are competitive and pass entry level courses in English and mathematics at the same or at a higher rate than students who did not receive these services; and 

WHEREAS, only 37% of the first-time, full-time degree-seeking freshmen in 1989 graduated from Kentucky's four-year institutions within six (6) years; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky is far behind the national average in the number of degrees awarded at all levels; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's economic future depends upon a well educated population;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Council on Higher Education or its successor shall review the policies of higher education institutions for identification and placement of students in remedial and developmental courses and make a recommendation for establishing a statewide standard.

Section 2.   The Council on Higher Education or its successor shall submit the report of its study and its recommendations to the Governor and to the Legislative Research Commission for consideration by the Interim Joint Committee on Education no later than November 1, 1997.
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
