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A RESOLUTION urging a moratorium on all development in Jefferson County's flood plain.

WHEREAS, sustained, unrestrained, and, at times, irresponsible development in Jefferson County's flood plain has created many standard of living hardships and tragic disasters in Jefferson County; and

WHEREAS, Jefferson County government is now reviewing this problem and evaluating continued development in the county's flood plain; and

WHEREAS, Cornerstone 2020, a planning authority compact between Jefferson County and all local city governments, is presently being processed through each of the aforementioned governmental bodies;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body urges Jefferson County's city and county governments to put a five-year moratorium on all development in Jefferson County's flood plain.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit copies of this Resolution to the County Judge/Executive of Jefferson County and to the Mayor of the City of Louisville.
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
