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A RESOLUTION urging the United States Department of Defense to retrieve the bodies of four Marines lost in a helicopter crash on May 11, 1997.

WHEREAS, it is with heavy hearts and deep sadness that we reflect upon the Marine helicopter accident along the Southern California coast on Sunday, May 11, 1997, that took the lives of four brave and patriotic members of the United States Marine Corps; and

WHEREAS, this tragic event has brought grief and suffering to the families and friends of these United States Marine Corps servicemen;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives laments the grief and suffering inflicted upon the families of the four United States Marine Corps servicemen who lost their lives in this tragic event.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky urges the United States Department of Defense, in the aftermath of this tragedy, to use every means reasonable to retrieve the bodies of our brave servicemen who were obedient to their duty and selfless in their service to our nation, and that these four young men deserve the same consideration as those lost in civilian disasters.
