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A RESOLUTION encouraging the Interim Joint Committee on State Government to study the management of the 1997 flood relief mitigation funds.

WHEREAS, the March flood of 1997 was one of the most devastating and far reaching floods in the history of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Assistance and the Commonwealth of Kentucky have appropriated funds to be used to mitigate future flood hazards by purchasing properties and removing residents from floodways and flood plains; and

WHEREAS, the state's hazard mitigation office has awarded approximately $15 million worth of federal mitigation funds;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body encourages the Interim Joint Committee on State Government to study the management of the 1997 flood relief mitigation funds, and consider whether directing promulgation of administrative regulations would create a fair process for all citizens of the Commonwealth.
