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A RESOLUTION adopting Senate Rules of Procedure for the 1997 Extraordinary Session of the General Assembly.

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That, except as provided in Section 2 of this Resolution, the Rules adopted to govern the 1997 Organizational Session of the Senate be adopted as the Rules governing the 1997 Extraordinary Session of the Senate.

Section 2.   That Senate Rule 51 is amended to read as follows:

Rule 51.
Introduction of Bills. Bills and resolutions may be introduced from the floor in the regular Order of Business or by filing them with the Clerk at any time that the Clerk's office is open and before the Senate adjourns for the day. The Clerk shall number bills in the order received, record their introduction, and transmit a copy immediately to the Committee on Committees for reference to committee. [No bill or resolution having the force of law, shall be introduced during the last twenty legislative days of the session. The two legislative days immediately prior to the last two legislative days shall be reserved by the Senate exclusively for the business of concurring in amended Senate bills. The last two legislative days shall be reserved by the Senate exclusively for the purpose of considering vetoed bills.]
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
