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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Lou Cunningham.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Lou Cunningham.

WHEREAS, Lou Cunningham was born on July 14, 1936, a native of Camargo, Montgomery County, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on May 13, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Lou Cunningham was the loving son of Nell Carpenter Cunningham and the late Julian B. Cunningham; he was the devoted husband of Barbara Tucker Cunningham, and the adored father of two sons, David T. Cunningham and Phil Cunningham; and

WHEREAS, Lou Cunningham graduated from Sharpsburg High School in 1954 where he played basketball and baseball; he earned a bachelor's degree in physical education from Belmont College in Nashville, Tennessee in 1958, and a master's degree from George Peabody College in 1959; and

WHEREAS, Lou Cunningham was a dedicated and devoted basketball coach and he contributed to the development of outstanding and responsible athletes; he began his coaching career as an assistant coach at Jackson High School in Ohio, and became head coach at Augusta, Kentucky, where he coached for four seasons; he was head coach at Lyon County High School during which time he was named one of Kentucky's Top 10 high school coaches; and he was head basketball coach at Campbellsville University where he served for 25 years, guiding his Tigers to two NAIA National Tournaments in 1980-81 and 1990-91; and

WHEREAS, Lou Cunningham was a member of Campbellsville Baptist Church; and he was a member of the Christian Harness Horseman's Association and the United States Trotting Association; and

WHEREAS, all who knew and admired Lou Cunningham will grieve over their loss, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the untimely passing of Lou Cunningham, and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
