WHEREAS, Gordon F. Mullins, a native of Williamstown, Grant County, Kentucky, is the son of Lester Mullins, the former long-term county judge of Grant County, and the late Marion "Mernie" Mullins; he is the devoted husband of Jackie Mullins and the loving father of Todd and Rebecca Mullins; and

WHEREAS, Gordon F. Mullins graduated from Williamstown High School; he received his B.A. and M.A. from the University of Kentucky; he attended the University of Kentucky College of Law and he is a graduate of Leadership Kentucky; and

Mullins began his public service career working in urban renewal for the City of Louisville; he then worked for the State Mental Health Manpower Commission and the Kentucky Commerce Department's City Planning Division as a city planner; he relocated to Maysville where he was employed as a city planner; the City of Lexington lured him away from state service for a while to work for their city planning commission, but with the start-up of the area development district concept, he was hired as the assistant director for the Buffalo Trace Area Development District, where he served until the start-up of the Northern Kentucky Area Development District, which hired him as their first executive director; he was hired as the divisional director for regional planning and policy analysis for the Kentucky Department of Local Government, where he served in that capacity until he came to the Legislative Research Commission in 1981; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure with the Legislative Research Commission, Gordon F. Mullins has diligently served as a legislative analyst for the Counties and Special District Committee; he has served as Coordinator for Block Grants; he served as Committee Staff Administrator for the Economic Development Committee when it was first established, and Assistant Deputy Director for Research; he has worked on many revised and original research studies while at the Legislative Research Commission, in particular the rewriting of Kentucky's planning and zoning laws and economic development laws; and his expertise in the area of local government has been invaluable to the members of the Kentucky General Assembly in advancing the cause of economic development in the Commonwealth; and
