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A RESOLUTION in honor and celebration of the 75th Anniversary of the Shrine Hospitals.

WHEREAS, the Shrine of North America has been committed to helping children build better lives for generations, and the Commonwealth of Kentucky is proud to be home to one of the Shriners world-renowned pediatric orthopedic hospitals; and

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
