WHEREAS, George O. Bertram was born on May 31, 1911, a native of Russell County, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on April 30, 1997; and

WHEREAS, George O. Bertram was the adored son of Ermine Ballenger Bertram and O. B. Bertram, who preceded him in death; and

WHEREAS, George O. Bertram was the devoted husband of Golda Risen Bertram; he was the loving father of Kay Risen Bertram Collins, who preceded him in death; he was the loving father of two sons and daughters-in-law, George Barry and Margaret Bertram and Phil Allan and Martha Bertram, all of Campbellsville; and one son-in-law, Brian Collins of Lexington; and he was the proud grandfather of five granddaughters and three grandsons, and three great-granddaughters and two great-grandsons; and

WHEREAS, George O. Bertram graduated from Campbellsville College in 1931, and in October, 1996, he was the recipient of a Distinguished Alumnus Award from Cambellsville University; and

Bertram practiced law in Taylor County for 34 years; he also held the position of Campbellsville city attorney; he served as circuit judge in the 11th Judicial Circuit of Taylor, Green, Marion and Washington counties from 1964 until 1973 where he was admired as a fair and patient judge, always basing his decisions according to the law; and

WHEREAS, George O. Bertram was recognized in his community as an outstanding citizen; he was a devout member of the First United Methodist Church in Campbellsville where he taught Sunday School for the young adults; and he was an active member of Gideons International through the Campbellsville Gideon Camp; and

WHEREAS, all who knew and admired George O. Bertram will grieve over their loss, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
