MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 107/HCS provides that the building inspector financial incentive training program and fund come from a one cent ($0.01) fee on Department for Housing, Buildings and Construction's plan review fees, and provide for administration of fund and program and deletes all other former provisions of the bill. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 107/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 198B.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction estimates revenues generated from HB 107/HCS to be approximately $250-$300,000 per year based on $.01 per square foot x 27,000 square feet of plans review in calendar year 1997.  The Department estimates an additional 1-2 staff may be needed to administer the provisions of this legislation.  It is unknown how many Building Inspectors will participate in the Building Inspectors' Financial Incentive and Training Program, but it is assumed that participation and cost of administration will closely approximate revenues generated.
