PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill creates and amends sections of KRS Chapter 217 to permit pharmacists to seize and retain suspicious prescriptions; creates crime of theft, criminal possession of, trafficking in, reproducing or printing illegal prescription blanks; creates crime of forgery of prescription blanks; creates and amends various sections of KRS chapter 218A to clarify statutes on doctor shopping for illegal obtaining of controlled substances; establishes a system where all controlled substances prescriptions will be reported to Cabinet for Human Resources and maintained in a state data base with monitoring of prescription patterns by the state; requires controlled substances prescriptions to be written on security paper; creates the crime of theft of a controlled substance with enhanced penalties for subsequent offenses; and creates crime of forgery of prescriptions.

All police officers and deputy sheriffs, directly employed full-time by county, city, or urban-county governments shall enforce section 2, 3, 4, 5, or 8 of this act relating to legend drugs and cooperate with all agencies charged with the enforcement of the laws of the United States, of this state, and of all other states relating to legend drugs.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact on local governments is indeterminable.  The bills states that police officers and deputy sheriffs employed full-time by county, city, or urban-county government shall be responsible for enforcing the provisions of KRS Chapter 218.  Added provisions of Section 8 of this Act mandate that any person who violates any provision of subsections (1) to (6) of Section 8 shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and a Class D felony for subsequent offenses.  This will have an impact on the number of individuals housed in county jails.
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
