PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill relates to the budgeting process for special districts.  The mandate is upon county attorneys.  The bill requires county attorneys to file actions to prevent the expenditure of funds by any special district that does not file a proposed budget with the fiscal court.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be a minimal expense to county attorneys.  The County Attorneys Association does not see this as a major burden.  Their members feel that this is a problem that is confined to a small number of counties.  The association does not feel that many county attorneys would be required to act.  Those that do act will not be reimbursed for the costs of legal action.  According to Mr. Foster the salary of the county attorney is the compensation that the attorney receives for representing the county.  There is no further compensation for actions taken by the county attorney.  The bill will add one more duty to the county attorney's position, but will not add any increased revenue.
