MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 136 increases the payment made to all jurors in Circuit and District Court from $5 per day plus $7.5 per day for reimbursement of expenses to $25 per day for jury service.  The jury fee assessed against the unsuccessful party upon judgment of dismissal of action is increased from $25 to $50 for a civil trial in Circuit Court and from $12.50 to $25 for a civil trial in District Court.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amend KRS 29A.170 and KRS 29A.330.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The provisions of HB 136 would double the expenditures made from the Jury Fund account in the County Costs appropriation unit within the Finance and Administration Cabinet.  The actual expenditures for FY 1996-97 from the Jury Fund account were approximately $4 million.   

The provisions of HB 136 also double the fee assessed against the unsuccessful party upon judgment of dismissal of action.  The fees collected are reported by the Circuit Clerk along with numerous other fees in a combined 'Miscellaneous Charges for Services' account.  Other fees included in this account are probation and parole fees, copy fees, garnishment fees, etc.  The amount for jury fees can not be extracted from the total which was approximately $2.2 million for FY 1996-97. 
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
