MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 154/GA amends KRS 171.313 to add U. S. Vice Presidents from Kentucky and first pioneers to the categories of  historic gravesites that the Kentucky Historical Society is charged with preserving.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 154/GA amends KRS 171.313 by inserting language adding additional categories of  historic gravesites that the Kentucky Historical Society is charged with preserving.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal estimate is based on 30 graves per year at $500 per grave = $15,000; $1,000 per gravesite for research 20 graves a year = $20,000;  and $5,000 per year for maintenance for a total cost of $40,000.  The cost is based on initial needs of preserving 120 pioneer graves located at cemeteries at Boonesboro, Harrodsburg, and Stanford.  The number of gravesites of other pioneers who were members of these first settlements but are located elsewhere in the state could be as high as 500.  Currently $20,000 is expended each year to restore and maintain gravesites of past Governors of the Commonwealth.  Many of the past Governors share a plot and stone with their spouses.  It is estimated that the spouses gravesites can be restored and maintained for $10,000 per year.  Also, the gravesites of U. S. Vice Presidents Richard M. Johnson, John C. Breckinridge, and Alben W. Barkley would be restored and maintained.  The Kentucky Historical Society estimates that the cost would be $40,000 per year for the first four years and thereafter $25,000 a year.
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
