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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 160/GA directs the Legislative Research Commission to establish a commission to study the benefits and effects of complementary and alternative medicine, nonconventional medical treatment, acupuncture, and naturopathy; prescribes membership requirements and duties; and allows the commission to forward favorable reviews of alternative medical treatment to the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure for consideration approval as part of the practice of medicine or chiropractic.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 160/GA directs the Legislative Research Commission to establish a commission to study the benefits and effects of complementary and alternative medicine, nonconventional medical treatment, acupuncture, and naturopathy; prescribes membership requirements and duties; and allows the commission to forward favorable reviews of alternative medical treatment to the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure for consideration approval as part of the practice of medicine or chiropractic.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There will be no fiscal impact to the Legislative Budget as a result of this legislation.  Although not addressed in the Act, it is assumed any travel or related expense that may be charged to the LRC would be minimal and could be provided from the current services budget.
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
