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Summary of Legislation:

	Adds a new section to KRS 218A to make the manufacturing of methamphetamine a Class C felony for the first offense and a Class B felony for subsequent offenses. Also prohibits people convicted of this crime not be eligible for probation, shock probation, conditional discharge, home incarceration or suspended sentence.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	The Department of Corrections has no historical data on which to base a fiscal impact analysis although the impact is thought to be minimal per a conversation with the Kentucky State Police. It is assumed then that the Department of Corrections would receive 5 inmates each year for this crime with a five year sentence. If 25% of these inmates are paroled at the first hearing, then 1 inmate would be paroled in 1 year. The remaining 4 inmates would receive a serve out and remain incarcerated for 3 1/2 years.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The additional cost of 5 inmates each year for the first year FY99 would be $76,410 (5 inmates x $15,282 the cost to incarcerate for FY99). For FY2000 the cost would be $141,525 for the remaining 4 inmates and 5 new commitments (9 inmates x $15,725 the cost to incarcerate for FY2000). FY2001 the cost would be $210,353 for 8 remaining inmates and 5 new commitments (13 inmates x $16,181 the cost to incarcerate for FY2001). For FY2002 the cost would be $216,463 for 8 remaining inmates and 5 new commitments (13 inmates x $16,651 the cost to incarcerate for FY2002).
