PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 171 creates new sections of KRS 211 to enforce the Central Midwest Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Compact; controls the commerce of low-level radioactive waste into or out of Kentucky; requires the Cabinet for Health Services to adopt administrative regulations to administer and enforce the Act; provides for penalties and allows for donations to the Cabinet for Human Resources for accomplishing the purposes of the Act.

The HCS retained the original provisions and revised the definition of "naturally occurring radioactive waste" to exclude this waste from low-level radioactive waste. The Senate Committee substitute deletes this exclusion, and changes the HCS language that prohibited importing naturally occurring radioactive waste without the "approval" of the compact commission, to "...if the imports or disposal are inconsistent with policies of the commission".

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact is indeterminable but negligible. To the extent that a local government may own or operate a medical facility that uses devices that generate a low-level radioactive waste, they will be affected by the controls on the commerce of the waste generated. If any county landfills are currently accepting these types of wastes, this may in some way affect the operation of existing landfills.
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
