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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  BR 98 RS BR 1027/HB 188/GA amends KRS 532.045 relating to sentencing prohibitions for persons convicted of certain sexual offenses, to include classified and certified school employees in the definition of "position of authority."

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  BR 98 RS BR 1027/HB 188/GA amends KRS 532.045 by adding two employee types, classified school employee and certified school employee, to the definition of "position of authority."  Persons in "positions of authority" who have been convicted of  violating KRS 510.040, 510.050, 510.070, 510.080, 529.030 to 529.050, 529.070, 530.020, 531.310,531.320, 531.310, 531.320, 531.370, or criminal attempt to commit any of these offenses under KRS 506.010, and who meets one or more criteria as specified in Section 2, shall not be granted probation or be given a suspended sentence, notwithstanding other provisions of applicable law.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The number of classified and certified school employees that may be convicted of sexual offenses and meet one or more of the criteria given in this bill is unknown.  Therefore, the actual impact of this legislation is indeterminable.  The Department of Corrections received 384 inmates during calendar year 1997 with a median sentence of 5 years in these sex offense categories.  

Assuming this legislation would result in one additional inmate a year with a median sentence of five  years, the inmate would serve a minimum of one year before becoming eligible for parole.  The additional cost for one inmate serving one year to parole eligibility would be $15,282 in FY 1998-99 and $12,725 in FY 1999-2000 according to Department of Corrections officials.  
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
