PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill makes it illegal to transport more than three (3) passengers in the front seat of a vehicle.  It also makes it illegal to transport minors in the bed of a vehicle.  The only exceptions would be for agricultural purposes and parades.

The effect of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be minimal.  The Sheriff's Association feels that the transport of children in bed of trucks is a serious safety issue.  They could not quantify the number of citations that would be issued under this law.  The association admits that this bill will increase costs to local governments, through an increased number of citations.  The increased number of citations would translate into longer hours, either on patrol, in paper work, or court appearances.  The exact amount of increase could not be determined, however, the association felt that legislation of this nature was necessary and that the increased costs, which are expected to be minimal, were justifiable.
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
