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AN ACT relating to traffic safety.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 189.470 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
(A)[No] person shall not operate a vehicle when there are more than three (3) people in the front seat, or when, it is so loaded[, or when there are in the front seat such number of persons, exceeding three (3),] as to obstruct the view of the operator to the front or sides of the vehicle or[ as to] interfere with the operator's control over the vehicle.

(2)
(A)[No] passenger in a vehicle or street car shall not ride in[ such] a position so as to interfere with the operator's view ahead or to the sides, or to interfere with his control over the vehicle or street car.

(3)
A person shall not operate a vehicle on a public road or highway while transporting passengers under the age of eighteen (18) years of age in an open or uncovered bed of the vehicle unless the vehicle is being used to transport persons engaged in farm or agricultural related activities, or is in a parade or other organized event or function.
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
