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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 211 is to prohibit vessels on any lake waters in the state from mooring or anchoring within one hundred feet of a drinking water intake.  In addition, HB 211 provides for the identification of areas on lakes where there are drinking water intakes and the posting of signs visible to persons operating vessels indicating areas containing a drinking water intake. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  A new section of KRS Chapter 235 is created to provide for a process by which a water supply system may request and receive authorization from the Division of Water to designate a prohibition area.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The legislation requires that the water supply system bear the cost of posting and maintaining the authorized signs in a prohibition area.   
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
