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AN ACT relating to developmentally disabled individuals.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 205.510 TO 205.630 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As federal funds are available to provide services to individuals with developmental disabilities as defined under Title XIX of the Social Security Act, Section 102(8) of the Developmentally Disabilities Act, P.L. 104-183 and any regulations promulgated under these laws, and to Medicaid-eligible individuals who may be excluded from mandatory participation under 907 KAR 1:710 on or after the effective date of this Act, the Cabinet for Human Resources may, unless otherwise prohibited by federal law or regulation, exempt certain developmentally disabled populations from any form of managed care.

For the purposes of this section, "developmentally disabled" means those individuals who lack three (3) or more of the following major life skills:
(a)
Transferring;

(b)
Ambulating;

(c)
Toileting;

(d)
Dressing;

(e)
Bathing; and

(f)
Feeding.

(2)
All individuals who meet the criteria as set forth in subsection (1) of this section shall retain all rights and protections afforded them as long as they remain eligible under the state's Medical Assistance Program as outlined in KRS 205.510 to KRS 205.630.

(3)
Any individual who meets the criteria as set forth in subsection (1) of this section shall continue to receive benefits and services to which they were entitled as a result of their eligibility determination under the state's Medical Assistance Program.
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
