MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 217/GA amends KRS 117.345 to increase the amount the State Board of Elections reimburses a county for election costs from $255 to $700 per precinct.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 217/GA amends KRS 117.345 to increase the amount the State Board of Elections reimburses a county for election costs from $225 to $700 per precinct.  The statute requires that a payment be made to each county treasurer for each county precinct after the primary, general, and special elections.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The State Board of Elections currently makes payments to approximately 3,250 precincts in the Commonwealth at the rate of $255 per precinct or a total payment of approximately $829,000 per election.  HB 217/GA allows for an increase in payment of $445 for an additional cost of approximately $1,450,000 per election.  For the primary and general elections in each year, the total cost is $2,900,000.  Special elections would be in addition to this amount.  
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
