MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 220 is to require school districts be reimbursed for transporting all students in preschool through grade eight (8), regardless of the distance they live from school.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 220 amends KRS 157.370 to require school districts be reimbursed for transporting all public school students who are enrolled in preschool through grade eight (8), and for students enrolled in grades (9) through twelve (12) who live one (1) mile or more from school.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 220 indeterminable, but the maximum cost ranges from $6,087,300 - $9,239,300.  The maximum range assumes no school district is currently receiving reimbursement for transporting preschool student, as data is not available which specifically identifies these students.  The costs are also based on the current reimbursement rate, approximately $394 per child.  (Assuming 25% of the students are transported, the range would be $4,565,500 - $6,929,500)  The maximum range is calculated as follows:
