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	Fiscal Analysis:

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This legislation proposes to amend Section 170 of the Constitution of Kentucky to allow the General Assembly to exempt all or any portion of the property tax on personal property.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Since this measure only provides the General Assembly with the authority to exempt personal property, there is no fiscal impact.
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
