PURPOSE/MECHANICS


KRS 65.158 is amended to require any city or urban-county government which makes deductions from the pay of its employees for any cause other than taxes, to deduct an amount from the pay of an employee as he may note on a signed payroll notification card or voucher, for the purposes of employee benefits, insurance, community projects, or union dues.
