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AN ACT proposing an amendment to Section 36 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to legislative sessions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 36 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


The General Assembly shall meet each year on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in January. In even-numbered years, the General Assembly shall convene in regular session. In odd-numbered years, the General Assembly shall convene in organizational session for a period not to exceed five[ten] legislative days for the purposes of electing legislative leaders, adopting rules of procedure, and the organizing of committees. The General Assembly shall then adjourn the organizational session until the first Tuesday in February, at which time it shall convene in interim session for a period not to exceed twenty-five legislative days for consideration of the budget, confirmation of appointments, and review of administrative regulations as though in regular session. While in interim session, the General Assembly may also consider no more than three subjects designated by proclamation of the Governor, two subjects designated by proclamation of the President of the Senate, two subjects designated by proclamation of the Speaker of the House, one subject designated by proclamation of the Minority Floor Leader of the House, and one subject designated by proclamation of the Minority Floor Leader of the Senate, and no other subject shall be considered. The General Assembly shall then adjourn until the first Tuesday after the first Monday in January of the following even-numbered years, at which time the General Assembly shall convene in regular session, and its sessions shall be held at the seat of government, except in case of war, insurrection or pestilence, when it may, by proclamation of the Governor, assemble, for the time being, elsewhere.

Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415.
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
