On page 1, below line 24, to insert the following:

"Section 3.  It is proposed that Section 80 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:

He may, on extraordinary occasions, convene the General Assembly at the seat of government, or at a different place, if that should have become dangerous from an enemy or from contagious disease,  In case of disagreement between the two Houses with respect to the time of adjournments, he may adjourn them to such time as he shall think proper, not exceeding four months.  When he shall convene the General Assembly it shall be by proclamation, stating the subjects to be considered, and except as hereinafter provided, no others shall be considered.  At a special session of the General Assembly, an additional topic or topics may be added to the call by a joint resolution passed by a majority of the members elected to each House of the General Assembly.  A joint resolution, thus passed, shall not be presented to the Governor as provided in Section 88 of this Constitution, but shall be considered as law."; and

On page 2, line 1, to renumber "Section 3" as "Section 4"; and

On page 2, line 7, following "days" to insert ", to permit bills to be held over from an interim session to a regular session, and to permit the General Assembly to add topics to a special session of the General Assembly called by the Governor".
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
