This measure prohibits the Kentucky Lottery from engaging in promotional advertising.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This measure amends KRS 154A.010 to define "promotional advertising." It creates a new section of KRS Chapter 154A to prohibit the Kentucky Lottery or any state agency from engaging in promotional advertising. It amends KRS 154A.063 to conform.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The lottery's expenses will decrease since it would no longer be allowed to engage in promotional advertising. If expenses decrease, it is assumed that the lottery's return to the state general fund would increase, however it is not known what effect this ban on promotional advertising would have on lottery ticket sales.
