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AN ACT relating to management of prisoners.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 197 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Insofar as possible, the Department of Corrections shall implement the provision of Section 253 of the Constitution of Kentucky that prisoners be confined at hard labor.

(2)
The Department of Corrections shall establish a chain gang for medium and maximum security prisoners who normally would not work outside the confines of a prison. Prisoners assigned to the chain gang shall wear restraints at all times while working outside the confines of a correctional institution and during transportation to and from labor assignments.

(3)
This section shall not authorize the working of prisoners outside the walls of a correctional facility in violation of KRS 197.140.
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
