	Adds a new section to make Juveniles charged with public offenses who reach the age of 18 prior to the dispositional hearing, be  treated as adults at the courts discretion.

	The Department of Corrections has no historical data on which to base an impact statement analysis. However, according to the Department of Juvenile Justice this bill could impact several thousand juveniles each year that could be committed to the Department of Corrections.
