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Summary of Legislation:  

	This bill would mandate the use of lethal injection for executions following the effective date of the law.  Any prisoners under a death sentence following the effective date of the law shall chose either electrocution or lethal injection as the method of execution. The condemned shall be allowed to elect the method of execution, electrocution or lethal injection.  If the condemned does not  elect the form of execution, lethal injection shall be the method of execution.  The bill changes the place and time of execution to what the Department designates.   The bill allows three members of the victim’s family to attend the execution.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	The physical location of the execution chamber at the Kentucky State Penitentiary in Cellhouse 3 will be changed to another site at  the Penitentiary with little or no change in staff services or workload.




Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):
	Sufficient space does not exist  at the current site of Kentucky State Penitentiary to accommodate both electrocution and lethal injection.  The bill requires that both systems be maintained concurrently and that additional visitation space be provided for victim’s families.  The cost of enlarging and relocating the death chamber is estimated at $643,000.  Of this appropriation, approximately $40,000 would cover the costs for equipment and furnishings needed for the lethal injection process.  Training costs for staff to view other states’ processes would be approximately $5,600.
