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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 277 reduces the number of standard health benefit plans from five (5) to one (1)

PROVISION/MECHANICS: HB 277 amends  KRS 304.17A-160 of the insurance code to require one rather than five standard health benefit plans and amends KRS 304.17A-080 to conform. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:   The Department of Insurance currently approves five (5) standard benefit plans. The reduction in the number of plans may reduce staff time requirements somewhat, but HB 277 otherwise has no fiscal impact on the Department.
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
