PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill:  (1) requires any tow truck operator who wants to provide services for a law enforcement agency or a local government agency, to enter into a written contract with the specific agency to tow vehicles; (2) establishes weight class ratings for tow trucks; (3) requires an annual inspection to be conducted to make sure that registration plates match the gross vehicle weight rating for that particular truck; and (4) requires a local law enforcement agency or government agency to conduct annual safety inspections for every vehicle that provides towing services.

The fiscal impact of the bill on local governments is indeterminable, however, a greater amount of time and effort will have to be used by local law enforcement authorities in inspecting the tow trucks to make sure that the standards have been met.
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
