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AN ACT proposing to amend Section 254 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to control and support of convicts.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 254 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Commonwealth shall maintain control of the discipline, and provide for all supplies, and for the sanitary condition of the convicts, and the labor only of convicts may be leased.

(2)
The General Assembly shall provide by law for the recovery from inmates who are able to pay all or part of the costs expended by the Commonwealth for supplies used, services provided, food consumed, maintenance of safe and sanitary conditions, and other costs related to the housing and incarceration for inmates confined in penitentiaries, jails, and other correctional facilities. The provisions of this subsection shall not apply to recovery of the costs of construction of penitentiaries and jails.

Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415.
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
