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Summary of Legislation:

	Creates a new section of KRS 532 to enhance penalties for various offenses by  one degree if race was a factor in the commission of the offense; creates a new section of KRS 525 to make the crime of institutional vandalism a Class D felony. Creates a new section of KRS 431 to permit a victim of ethnic intimidation or institutional vandalism to collect compensatory and punitive damages. Creates a new section of KRS 346 to permit a person who has been injured as a result of ethnic intimidation to be eligible for crime victim compensation. 




Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	The Department of Corrections receives approximately 434 new commitments per year for the type of crimes detailed in this bill. Due to the requirements for ethnic intimidation we estimate only 5% (22 inmates) would be found guilty under this bill. The median sentence for these type of crimes is 5 years (1 year to parole eligibility, 3 years 9 months to serve out). It is assumed the new sentence would be 10 years (2 years to parole eligibility, 7 years and 5 months to serve out). If 25% (6 inmates) were paroled they would have to serve an additional 1 year.  The 16 inmates serving out would have to serve an additional  3 years and 8 months each. 

It is anticipated that the crime of institutional vandalism would add one inmate per year with a 1 year sentence.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The anticipated fiscal impact of this bill is to add one additional inmate to the correctional system the first year of passage, gradually increasing to 23 inmates after 5 years and eventually leveling off at 87 additional inmates in year 9.  The total cost per year is calculated by multiplying the number of additional inmates times the average cost to incarcerate plus the cost of providing debt service for construction of new beds to house the inmate growth.  See the accompanying spreadsheet which indicates that anticipated costs start in year 1 at $21,600, grows to $555,900 by year 5 and $2.4 million per annum by year 9.
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
