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AN ACT relating to renal dialysis facilities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All renal dialysis facilities and facilities that use renal dialysis equipment that are licensed in the state under this chapter shall:
(a)
As a function of all licensure beginning July 1, 1998, install, maintain, and conduct periodic tests of backup generators to provide a continuous source of energy for all renal dialysis equipment;
(b)
As a function of all license renewals effective beginning January 1, 2000, install, maintain, and conduct periodic tests of backup generators to provide a continuous source of energy for all renal dialysis equipment.
(2)
All facilities licensed under KRS Chapter 216B that use renal dialysis equipment shall require annual training on the use of backup generators that provide continuous power to the equipment to all staff and personnel required to operate the equipment.

(3)
Any facility providing services with renal dialysis equipment and subject to license renewal that does not meet the provisions of subsections (1) and (2) of this section because of undue financial hardship must provide to the Cabinet for Human Resources, Division of Licensing and Regulation documentation verifying the hardship, along with the facility's plans for compliance with these provisions. The cabinet may allow a deferral for the installation of backup generators for a period not to exceed one (1) year from the date of the facility's hardship request.
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
