	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact is indeterminable and negligible. Nearly all local government employees are paid the required minimum wage or higher. Kentucky League of Cities representatives state the bill will have no impact. Labor Cabinet officials state that the bill will have little or no impact. KACo states that there are categories of employees in rural areas currently paid $4.25 per hour who will have their  wages, fringe benefits raised by as much as 20% by the provisions of the bill.
