MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The proposed amendment requires that an itemized statement of services rendered and charges incurred by the patient be included with the invoice sent by a facility to the patient, and repeals the provider tax imposed against hospitals.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

The proposed amendment amends Section 58 of the Act, KRS 216B.250 to require that an itemized statement of services rendered and charges incurred by the patient be included with the invoice sent by a facility to the patient, and repeals KRS 142.303 imposing the provider tax against hospitals

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The proposed legislation repeals the provider tax imposed against hospitals effective August 1, 1998.  Actual revenues from the provider tax imposed against hospitals in 1997 was $106 million.  Based on trend data regarding provider tax collections, it was estimated that the provider tax collected in the two months of FY 1998 - 99 would generate $18 million, leaving a loss for the first FY of the biennium of $88 million. The federal portion of the loss is attributable to the loss of federal matching money.  The assumed state portion of the match for FY 1998-99 was assumed to be 29.51%, and 29.47% for FY 1999-00.
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
