On page 102, after line 8 and before line 9, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 59.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17A OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Consumers have the right to communicate with health care providers in confidence and to have the confidentiality of their individually identifiable health care information protected. 

(a)
Disclosure of individually identifiable health care information without written consent shall be permitted only in limited circumstances where there is a clear legal basis for doing so, including medical or health care research for which an institutional review board has determined anonymous records will not suffice, investigation of health care fraud, and public health reporting.

(b)
To the maximum extent feasible in all situations, nonidentifiable health care information shall be used unless the individual has consented to the disclosure of individually identifiable information. No greater amount of information shall be disclosed than is necessary to achieve the specific purpose of the disclosure.

Consumers have the right to review and copy their own medical records and request amendments to their records."; and
