PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HCS 1deletes all provisions of the original bill except for reducing alcohol concentration to 0.08 and increasing DUI service fee from $200 to $250. It provides for police officers to take operators' licenses until trial but gives temporary license unless second or subsequent offense or person refused alcohol testing, in which case no temporary license is given; requires court to reissue temporary license until trial at hearing, if proof of insurance is shown and defendant is not in prohibited category; requires court hearing within 21 days; specifies the organizations to which providers of alcohol and drug education programs must be certified by; and places control of programs under the Office of the Inspector General at Cabinet for Human Resources. It increases the service fee from $200 to $250 for persons convicted of DUI and defines the division of this fee between agencies, with counties getting $15, or $37.50.
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal and administrative impact is indeterminable but will likely be insignificant. This HCS retains the blood alcohol content reduction of the original bill, increases the fee for DUI conviction from $200 to $250 and specifies that counties will receive 15% ($37.50) of that fee, and, aside from the above described provisions, deletes the remaining provisions of the original bill. There may or may not be an increase in arrests and police officer court time/testimony, and reductions in accidents/injury may offset any additional costs in time and effort associated with defining DUI at .08.  In any event, federal legislation may make this HCS a fiscal "necessity" (i.e. benefit).
