On page 4, line 1, to place brackets around and strike through "conditional discharge or"; and

On page 4, line 6, following "consecutively." to insert "When sentencing a defendant as a second or third offender, the defendant shall be sentenced to jail with work release for verified employment, education, drug and alcohol treatment education programs, and religious services, unless the court is of the opinion that the sentence would unduly depreciate the seriousness of the offense, in which case the court may order a portion of the sentence served as jail time without work release.  If a defendant granted work release pursuant to this section violates the provisions of work release the court may order the defendant incarcerated for the remainder of his or her sentence.  When a defendant is granted work release pursuant to this section, any portion of a day spent in jail shall count as a twenty-four (24) hour day for purposes of service of sentence and for accounting purposes of the jail."
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
