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AN ACT relating to amusement rides and attractions and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 247.232 TO 247.236 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Every person engaged in the for-profit business of providing temporary amusement devices and amusement attractions within the same county or within five (5) miles of any public fair or exposition that is sanctioned by the Department of Agriculture and operated by a public fair association, except for those operating at a public fair or exposition sanctioned by the Department of Agriculture in contiguous counties under the authority of a public fair association, or those operating under the authority of a religious or educational organization, shall, before beginning operation, pay a license fee of two thousand dollars ($2,000) to the fiscal court of the county for each day of operation, within the time period of forty-five (45) days before and fifteen (15) days after the sanctioned public fair or exposition, if the temporary device or attraction is not operating in connection with the public fair or exposition.

(2)
Collection and enforcement for payment of the license fee shall be the sole responsibility of the law enforcement entity acting on behalf of and at the direction of the fiscal court.

(3)
Failure to pay the license fee upon request of the law enforcement entity shall result in the cessation of operation of the devices and attractions by the operator in the county within the timeframe and location requirements specified in this section.
Section 2.   Whereas public fairs and expositions sanctioned by the Department of Agriculture will be conducted before the normal effective date of this legislation, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act shall take effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
