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Summary of Legislation:

	This bill defines offender rehabilitation specialists, staff in field Probation & Parole offices, and jail inspectors as a hazardous position and qualifying for hazardous duty retirement.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	The Department of Corrections currently employs approximately 131 individuals who would qualify for hazardous duty retirement under this bill. The majority are clerical staff in the Probation & Parole offices. 

The position of jail inspector has been reclassified as jail service specialist.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The cost to the department to increase their contribution to hazardous duty retirement would be $271,500 in FY99 and $284,500 in FY2000.
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
