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AN ACT relating to reorganization.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The General Assembly confirms Executive Order 96-1540, dated November 19, 1996 which creates the Kentucky Emergency Communications Committee, to advise the Division of Disaster and Emergency Services on matters related to the Emergency Alert System in Kentucky, and to develop and maintain the Kentucky Emergency Alert System plan in accordance with federal requirements. The membership of the Kentucky Emergency Communications Committee shall be those individuals holding the positions designated in Executive Order 96-1540: The broadcast chair designated by the Kentucky Broadcasters Association, and the cable chair designated by the Kentucky Cable Telecommunications Association, as well as the incumbent presidents and executive directors for each association; the chief engineers of the state primary source radio stations, WHAS-WAMZ, Louisville, and WVLK AM and FM, Lexington; from the Division of Disaster and Emergency Services, the executive director, operations manager, telecommunications manager, and emergency public information officer; the executive director and chief engineer of the Kentucky Educational Television Network; and the meteorologist in charge at each office of the National Weather Service which is responsible for issuing warnings for Kentucky.
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
