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AN ACT relating to local air boards.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 183 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

When a local air board in a county with a city of the first class, as a result of its expansion efforts, is responsible for any residential housing relocation program, including voluntary residential housing relocation programs, it shall ensure:
(1)
That any relocation programs initiated, but not completed by the effective date of this Act, are completed within three (3) years of the effective date of this Act, and that any relocation program initiated after the effective date of this Act is completed within three (3) years of the date of its initiation;

(2)
That the relocation program is given first priority in budgeting matters;

(3)
If the relocation requires any new residential housing construction, that the new construction is comparable in value and lot size to neighboring houses already in the area designated for the new construction;

(4)
That the area designated for the new residential housing construction has the infrastructure to support the new construction and, if not, the local air board will construct or modify existing infrastructures to accommodate the new construction and be financially responsible for those modifications;

(5)
When entire cities are having to be relocated, that they are given top priority in the relocation process, and that the residents of those cities shall be relocated contiguously to each other if the governing body of the city so chooses; and

(6)
That every citizen within one (1) mile of the boundary of any area designated for new construction be notified of the selection of the area at the time of its selection.

Section 2.   This Act shall affect any projects that have been initiated but not completed as of the effective date of this Act, as well as projects initiated after the effective date.
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
