PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill makes the title document, rather than the vehicle transaction record, the primary application for title form used to effect a vehicle transfer. States that the odometer disclosure section shall be limited to the title document itself, except where no in-state title exits. Requires the state Department of Vehicle Regulation to add additional personnel when a backlog exceeds a five-day turnaround; states that "The automated vehicle information system (AVIS)  may be used to convey the record of discharge, in a manner consistent with the provisions of KRS 186.045, if requested by a county clerk, so that the title itself does not have to be physically sent to the county clerk where the debtor resides."

	ESTIMATED COST


The cost to counties (clerk offices) should be negligible or non-existent. However, county clerks will be required to use new forms and procedures for discharging a security interest in a motor vehicle, and transferring vehicle ownership. 
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
